About Channapatna Toy Factory Visit 
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The origin of Channapatna toys can be traced to the reign of Tipu Sultan who invited artisans from Persia to train the local artisans in the making of wooden toys. For nearly two centuries, ivory-wood was the main wood used in the making of these toys, though rosewood and sandalwood were also occasionally used.

Manufacturing stages include procuring the wood, seasoning the wood, cutting the wood into the desired shapes, pruning and carving the toys, applying the colours and finally polishing the finished product. Vegetable dyes are used in the colouring process to ensure that the toys and dolls are safe for use by children. As of Oct 2006, more than 6,000 people in Channapatna, working in 254 home manufacturing units and 50 small factories, are engaged in the making of these toys. We will be observing the skills of these expert craftsmen in making these toys.
About River Rafting - 
Rafting is a recreational outdoor activity done using an inflatable raft to navigate a river. It is a team activity done in small groups.
Third day of the camp is allotted to River rafting on Bara pole river. Barapole river in coorg is well known for its rapids and serenity. During summer whitewater rafting is not possible so children will enjoy flat water rafting with experienced instructors.
